APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS AND INFORMATION 
 
General Statement:  The Utah Division of Occupational and Professional Licensing (DOPL) 
desires to provide courteous and timely service to all applicants for licensure.  To facilitate the 
application process, submit a complete application form including all applicable supporting 
documents and fees.  Failure to submit a complete application and supply all necessary 
information will delay processing and may result in denial of licensure.  The fees are for 
processing your application and will not be refunded.  Please read all instructions carefully. 
 
Address of Record:  The address you provide on this application will be your address of record. 
All correspondence from DOPL will be sent to that address.  You are responsible to directly 
notify DOPL of any change to your address of record.  Do not rely on a forwarding order. 
 
Social Security Number:  Your social security number is classified as a private record under the 
Utah Government Records Access and Management Act.  It is used by DOPL as an individual 
identifier.  It is also used for child support enforcement pursuant to Subsection 78-32-17(3) and 
is mandatory pursuant to Subsection 58-1-301(1), Utah Code Ann., which implements 42 U.S.C. 
666(a)(13).  If an SSN is not provided, the application is incomplete and may be denied. 
 

SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS AND FEES: 

 

In addition to submitting a completed application, complete the following: 
 
1. Submit a $110.00 non-refundable application-processing fee, made payable to “DOPL.” 
 
2. If you are using this application to reinstate your Utah electrician license that has been 

expired for more than two years, you must also submit the following in addition to 
completing all other requirements outlined in this application: 

 
 A. An additional $50 reinstatement fee. 
 
  Note:  The total fee for reinstating a license expired more than two years is $160. 
 
 B. Documentation of the completion of 16 hours of continuing education, 8 hours of 

which must be on the current edition of the National Electrical Code.  (See R156-
55b304 of the Utah Electricians Licensing Rules.)

3. Submit documentation according to the licensure level for which you are applying: 
 

NOTE:  Each year of work experience must include at least 2,000 hours; no more 

than one year of work experience can be credited for each 12-month period.   

[See Utah Construction Trade Licensing Act Rules R156-55a-302b(2).] 
 

NOTE:  If you want your military experience considered, submit your DD214’s. 

 
A. If you are applying for licensure as an apprentice electrician, have your 

employer complete the “Supervision of Apprentice Electrician” form (attached to 
this application) and return it to you for submission with this application. 

 
B. If you are applying for licensure as a journeyman electrician, submit an official 

transcript showing your successful completion of an approved apprenticeship 
program AND a completed “Employer’s Verification Form” (attached to this 
application) from each of your supervising licensed master or journeyman 
electricians documenting at least 4 years of supervised work experience as a 
licensed apprentice electrician. 

 
NOTE:  Have the school send the transcript to you for inclusion with your 
application.  The transcript must be in a sealed envelope, bearing the school’s 
stamp/seal on the envelope flap. 

 
OR 

 
Submit a completed  “Employer’s Verification Form” from each of your 
supervising licensed master or journeyman electricians documenting at least 8 
years and 16,000 hours of supervised legal practical experience in wiring, 
installing, and repairing electrical apparatus and equipment for light, heat, and 
power.   

 
C. If you are applying for licensure as a residential journeyman electrician, 

submit an official transcript documenting successful completion of an approved 
apprenticeship program AND a completed “Employer’s Verification Form” 
(attached to this application) from each of your supervising licensed master, 
journeyman, residential master, or residential journeyman electricians 
documenting at least 2 years of supervised work experience as a licensed 
apprentice electrician. 
 
NOTE:  Have the school send the transcript to you for inclusion with your 
application.  The transcript must be in a sealed envelope, bearing the school’s 
stamp/seal on the envelope flap.

Submit a completed “Employer’s Verification Form” from each of your 
supervising licensed master, journeyman, residential master, or residential 
journeyman electricians documenting at least 4 years and 8,000 hours of legal 
supervised practical experience in wiring, installing, and repairing electrical 
apparatus and equipment for light, heat, and power. 

 
D. If you are applying for licensure as a master electrician, submit an official 

college transcript documenting at least a bachelor’s degree from an accredited 
electrical engineering program AND a completed “Employer’s Verification Form” 
(attached to this application) from your employer(s) documenting at least 1 year of 
practical electrical experience as a licensed apprentice electrician. 

 
NOTE:  Have the school send the transcript to you for inclusion with your 
application.  The transcript must be in a sealed envelope, bearing the school’s 
stamp/seal on the envelope flap. 

 

OR 

 
Submit an official transcript documenting your associate of applied sciences 
degree from an approved electrical trade school AND a completed “Employer’s 
Verification Form” from each of your employers documenting at least 2 years of 
practical electrical experience as a licensed journeyman electrician. 
 
NOTE:  Have the school send the transcript to you for inclusion with your 
application.  The transcript must be in a sealed envelope, bearing the school’s 
stamp/seal on the envelope flap. 
 
OR 

 
Submit an official certificate of completion from an approved electrical trade 
school AND a completed “Employer’s Verification Form” from each of your 
employers documenting at least 4 years of practical electrical experience as a 
licensed journeyman electrician. 
 
NOTE:  You do not have to take the practical section of the exam if you 
previously passed the Journeyman Electrician practical section of the Utah 
Electrical Licensing Examination.    

  
E. If you are applying for licensure as a residential master electrician, submit a 

completed “Employer’s Verification Form” (attached to this application) from 
each of your employers documenting at least 2 years and 4,000 hours of practical 
electrical experience as a licensed residential journeyman electrician. 
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NOTE:  You do not have to take the practical section of the exam if you 
previously passed the practical section of the Utah Electrical Licensing 
Examination for Residential Journeyman Electricians.    
 

4. Licensure by Endorsement:  Applicants who are currently licensed in a state, local 
jurisdiction of a state, district, or territory of the United States as a master electrician, 
journeyman electrician, or residential journeyman electrician may apply for licensure in 
Utah in the same license classification.   

 
The burden for demonstrating equivalency of apprenticeship, traineeship, experience, and 
examination lies with the applicant. The fact that an applicant is licensed by any other 
jurisdiction or that the applicant has practiced in an electrical trade for a length of time 
does not demonstrate equivalency.  The applicant must present evidence demonstrating 
the content of the apprenticeship, traineeship, or experience, and examination completed 
by the applicant are equivalent in scope with that required by this state. 

 
If you are applying for licensure as a master or journeyman electrician license by 

endorsement, from one of the following states submit a completed  “Request for 
Verification of License” form (attached to this application) to provide verification that 
you hold an active journeyman electrician license in good standing and the license has 
been held for at least one year: 
 
For Master Electrician: Idaho, Oregon, or Wyoming 
 
For Journeyman Electrician: Alaska, Arkansas, Colorado, Idaho, Minnesota, Montana, 
Nebraska, New Hampshire, New Mexico, North Dakota, Oklahoma, Oregon, South 
Dakota, Washington, or Wyoming 

 
OR 

 
Submit documentation of 8 years and at least 16,000 hours of legal work in the electrical 
trade and apply for approval to take the appropriate Utah Journeyman Electrical Licensing 
Examination.

1. Utah Electrical Licensing Examination:  You will not be allowed to test unless your 
application has been submitted and approved by DOPL. 
  

 PSI the testing provider will not register you for any examination unless you have been 
approved for testing by DOPL.

2. Examination Fees:  There are separate fees for all examinations.  It is the responsibility 
of the applicant to submit the fees directly to the testing agency. 
 

3. Laws and Rules:  You are required to understand all Utah laws and rules pertaining to 
your practice as an electrician.  The following applicable laws and rules are available on 
the Internet at www.dopl.utah.gov.  

 
• Division of Occupational & Professional Licensing Act 
• General Rules of the Division of Occupational & Professional Licensing 
• Utah Construction Trades Licensing Act 
• Electricians Licensing Rules 

 
4. Current Documents:  Applications, statutes, rules, and forms are occasionally changed.  

Go to www.dopl.utah.gov to ensure you have the most recent version of these documents. 
 
5. Temporary License:  The state of Utah does not issue temporary licenses to electricians. 

You must obtain your license prior to performing any electrical work.   
 
6. Apprenticeship:  The beginning date of an apprenticeship or training program is the date 

upon which the applicant is approved for Utah licensure as an apprentice.  Applicants 
who have begun an electrical apprentice in another state may request to have credit for 
that portion of the apprenticeship or traineeship completed in the other state if DOPL and 
the Board find that the program in the other state is equal to the apprenticeship or 
traineeship program required in the State of Utah.  The burden for demonstrating 
equivalency of the out-of-state apprenticeship or traineeship program lies with the 
applicant.  Equivalency may be demonstrated by documentation of the curriculum and 
training which is required as a part of the program of the other state. 

 
7. License Renewal:  All electrician licenses expire on November 30 of every even-

numbered year.  
 

Unlike many other states, Utah’s license renewal schedule is not based on the licensee’s 
date of initial licensure.  Under Utah’s renewal system, all licenses in each profession 
expire as a group on the same day every two years.  Therefore, the length of a licensee’s 
first renewal cycle depends on how far into the current renewal cycle initial licensure was 
obtained.  Each renewal cycle thereafter is for a full two years.   
 
Additionally, the fee paid with this application for licensure is an application-processing 
fee only.  It does not include a renewal fee.  Each licensee is responsible to renew 
licensure PRIOR to the expiration date shown on the current license.  Approximately two 
months prior to the expiration date shown on the license, renewal information is 
disseminated to each licensee’s last address of record, as provided to DOPL. 
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8. Continuing Education:  ALL electricians are required to complete qualified continuing 
education, consisting of 16 hours during each two-year license period; a minimum of 
eight hours shall be on the current edition of the National Electrical Code.  Continuing 
education must be completed by November 30 of each even-numbered year. You must 
maintain competent records of completed qualified continuing education for a period of 
four years after the close of the two-year renewal period to which the records pertain.  Do 
not submit your hours to DOPL unless you receive an audit letter.  For a list of approved 
continuing education providers, go to www.dopl.utah.gov/licensing/electrician.html 

 
9. Ceremonial Certificate of Licensure:  After obtaining your license from DOPL, you can 

order a Ceremonial Certificate of Licensure, printed on parchment paper with original 
signatures and an embossed gold seal. Order forms can be obtained at www.dopl.utah.gov. 

 
10. Updating Address Information:  It is your responsibility to maintain a current address 

with DOPL.  If your address is incorrect, you will not receive renewal notices or other 
correspondence.  Address changes can be made online at www.dopl.utah.gov. 

 
11. Name Change:  If you have been licensed by DOPL under any other name, please submit 

documentation of your name change (i.e. copy of a marriage license or divorce decree).

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15. Answers to Commonly Asked Questions: 

 

Q. How many types of electrician licenses are available? 

A. There are five (5) types of licenses available:  Apprentice, Residential Journeyman, 
Journeyman, Residential Master, and Master. 

 
Q. How can I get a temporary Permit? 

A. There are no temporary permits.   
 
Q. What form of documentation is acceptable to verify previous work experience? 

A. The preferred form is the “Employer’s Verification Form,” but a letter on company 
letterhead including all the information on the form may be accepted. 

 
Q. What if my employer is no longer in business or deceased? 

A. A letter from another responsible individual may be acceptable:  former owner, former 
supervisor, local electrical and/or building inspector, corporate officer. 

 
Q. How much credit will I get for unlicensed experience such as maintenance, 

military, or mine work? 

A. If the experience was in violation of licensing laws or between the ages of 16-18, NO 
credit can be given, unless the experience was obtained while licensed as a Utah 
apprentice electrician enrolled in a Federal Office of Apprenticeship Training ‘School 
to Apprenticeship Program.’  To become licensed as an apprentice electrician, you 
need to be working for a licensed electrical contractor.  The numbers of hours of 
experience granted to an applicant, if any, for maintenance, military, or mine 
experience will be determined by the Electricians Licensing Board after they review 
your application and supporting documentation. 

 
Q. Who can sponsor me as an apprentice? 

A. The person or firm who has control of your hiring, employment and training and who 
can guarantee compliance with the licensing laws (including the appropriate 
journeyman to apprentice or master to apprentice ratios) and can guarantee 
compliance with NEC codes may sponsor you as a Utah licensed apprentice 
electrician.  In general, this will be a licensed electrical contractor or an organization 
with the above control such as the JATC.  Employers who are exempt from licensing 

may not sponsor apprentices unless they have appropriately Utah licensed master and 

journeyman electricians as supervisors in a one-to-one ratio for each Utah licensed 

apprentice electrician. 

 
Q. What form of documentation must I provide to receive credit for previous 

schooling, or how much credit can I get for schooling experience? 

A. An official transcript and a copy of your degree or diploma will be required.  The 
documentation must show schooling that is directly and significantly related to 
"electrical work" as covered by the NEC, in order to qualify for credit.  Maximum 
benefits from apprenticeship are received by concurrent on-the-job training and 
related schooling.  An associate of applied science degree in electricity or a bachelor’s 
degree in electrical engineering may qualify for additional credit toward approval to 
take the masters examination.
