DECISIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Mr. Denny seconded by Mr. Draughon made a motion to
approve the March 16, 2011 Board Meeting Minutes as
written. The motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Ormond presented a proposed rule change; r156-64-
102 which added a clear definition for (mediated
instruction).

The Board then suggested adding language to include CE
classes sanctioned by the Board.

Mr. Ormond stated that he would work with the language
and email the Board.
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Renewal

Validated Testing Techniques

Because the Board felt there was confusion during the last
renewal, the renewal post card and audit letter were
reviewed.

The Board suggested making it clear that the audit letter is
not a renewal and executing a 100% audit. It was also
suggested changing (time of exam) to (duration of exam)
on the preprinted document requiring the list of
examinations taken.

Mr. Ormond suggested Mr. Pickup check with the
American Polygraph Association (APA) and inquire if
duration would be acceptable language before the Division
makes that change.

Mr. Pickup stated that the Board had previously wanted to
include validated testing techniques defined in rule but
because the Associations did not have a definition it was
not completed. Mr. Pickup stated that the APA has now
come up with a list of validated testing techniques.

Mr. Pickup suggested revisiting the rule to make a change
and he would write up some language addressing the
validated testing techniques the APA had adopted. This
will be an agenda item for the next meeting.

Mr. Ormond suggested to simply up-date the dates with the
APA but the Board felt the licensees should be better
informed and information readily available. It was stated
that licensees can obtain updated information through the
web-site. Mr. Ormond stated because there is only a limited
number of licensees a bulk e-mail could be done providing
they have good addresses.

Mr. Drawn stated he could contact all licensees to make
sure they are updated. Mr. Denny suggested continuing the
discussion of testing techniques and notification of
licensees for the next meeting.
